MONGOLIA 21|21

The Mongolia 21|21 Initiative is a new scholarship programming beginning in 2023.
For financially struggling families, the idea of a college education can seem very re-
mote, even impossible. The objective of Mongolia 21|21 is to connect 21 American
Rotary Clubs with FOM, in order to provide a full-tuitions scholarship to a student
from every province in Mongolia by the 2025-2026 academic year. We are always
looking for more Rotary Clubs to join our expanding network.

MONGOLIAN LEADERSHIP SCHOLARSHIP

The Mongolian Leadership Scholarship is a new scholarship program beginning in
2023. This scholarship was fund was created in order to support low-income Mongo-
lian secondary school graduates living in or around Ulaanbaatar. With approximately
half of the country’s population living in Ulaanbaatar, we wanted to direct support

to this territory as well. We are always looking for more donors, or Returned Peace
Corps Volunteer cohorts, to join this program.

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The Scholarship program was established in 2003 by the UNICEF staff in the belief
it would commemorate and continue Matthew's interests and work with Mongolian
youth, especially those living in the remote nomadic communities. The UNICEF char-
ter does not permit it to transfer outside funds from the New York City headquarters
to foreign operations.

To solve this challenge of transferring the funds from the Girvin family in the USA

to the UNICEF office in Mongolia required another agency. Initially this was the
Mongolian Youth Development Foundation (MYDF), but by 2006 Friends of Mongo-
lia (FOM) was discovered to better serve this need. This agency is staffed by returned
Peace Corps workers who had their tour in Mongolia. Over time it seemed apparent
that the management of the program by the UNICEF staff was becoming more diffi-
cult for them because of the time involved. It also became known to UNICEF

and to the Girvin family that FOM also managed several other scholarship programs
in Mongolia.

There are almost no raw materials processing factories
in the countryside, people do not even know where to go to learn about
relevant technologies if they want to sell dairy products in packages, and
there is a lack of supervision by the government which allows a veterinari-
an to sell medicine for humans.

Herders have the opportunity to see the benefits of a year’s worth of

work in the spring and have the risk of losing a whole life's worth of work

during one Dzud. That is why | wish to establish a fund for rural herdsmen

and protect their rights, starting with small projects like leather process-
ing technology, milk candy, and dung-paper projects, and researching equipment that can be directly utilized in any place to help
herders. In order to reach my goal | chose the profession of financier. | don’t have the power to change the world, let alone the
country, but what | want to do is to be able to support at least 50 herding families in my hometown.

Having grown up wearing old clothes from my older relatives and using small numbers of new things in my childhood, how nice it
is to dream that every herder family has a stable monthly income and a few animals, and is living a happy life with the introduction
of new technology...

There is a saying, “Where there is a will, there is a way.” | will not lose faith and try to achieve my dreams.

Many times herder families will have to sell off
part of their herd to come up with tuition fees. In Mongolia, the average income
is about $390 per month, making a college education hard to come by without a
great deal of sacrifice.
